ADVANCE CONTRACT AWARD NOTICE (ACAN)

The Canadian Food Inspection Agency (CFIA) has a requirement for:

Providing janitorial maintenance of the swine quarantine and animal inspection station located at the Canadian Food Inspection Agency, Emerson, MB point of entry location.  

The purpose of this Advance Contract Award Notice (ACAN) is to signal the government's intention to award a contract for these services to Mr. Brent Chubaty, Ridgeville MB R0A 1M0. 
Before awarding a contract, however, the government would like to provide other suppliers with the opportunity to demonstrate that they are capable of satisfying the requirements set out in this Notice, by submitting a statement of capabilities during the fifteen calendar day posting period.
If other potential suppliers submit statements of capabilities during the 15 calendar day posting period that meet the requirements set out in the ACAN, the government will proceed to a full tendering process on either the government's electronic tendering service or through traditional means, in order to award the contract.
If no other supplier submits, on or before the closing date, a statement of capabilities meeting the requirements set out in the ACAN, a contract will be awarded to the pre-selected supplier.
Background

The Canadian Food Inspection Agency (CFIA) has a requirement for performing the following services at the Emerson Quarantine facility on an “as and when” required basis 

The work will involve the following:

· carrying out general maintenance work (minor repairs, cut grass, snow clearing, etc.) in and around the quarantine barn and inspection corral site as required;

· requested repairs to be completed within timelines requested by CFIA representative;  

· carrying out rodent control as required;

· providing a tractor for the removal of manure year‑round from the inspection at Canadian Food Inspection Agency, Emerson, Manitoba on an "as and when required" basis during the period of this contract;

· pick-up and dispose of manure in accordance with all provincial and/or municipal environmental regulations and provide a copy of disposal methods to the CFIA facility manager;

· sweep out and remove manure from CFIA inspection corrals within the timelines requested by CFIA representative.

The proposed contract is for a period of one year, from April 1, 2014 to March 31, 2015. CFIA has the option to extend this contract for two additional years (excluding taxes). 

The estimated value of the contract, including the option periods, is $90,000.00 (HST extra).
Minimum Essential Requirements

Any interested supplier must demonstrate by way of a statement of capabilities that it meets the following requirements:

Specialized Equipment and Skills 

· The contractor provides an operating farm tractor with loader and is responsible for its operation and maintenance in general barn duties;

· The contractor provides general electrical, plumbing and mechanical maintenance and repairs of the swine quarantine barn as requested by CFIA representative as well as the cattle inspection corral;

Specialized Knowledge

· The contractor must have knowledge of enhanced sanitation requirements associated with the cleaning of a quarantine facility;
· The contractor must have knowledge of local feed and bedding suppliers and supply requirements of the barn and arrange for timely delivery.
Conditions/Constraints

· Contractor may subcontract a qualified individual for replacement upon prior approval of CFIA;

· Materials such as sand, lumber, mounting hardware, chemicals for disinfection, toilet paper, etc) are to be supplied by the Canadian Food Inspection Agency.

Justification for the Pre-Selected Supplier

Emerson, Manitoba has a population of approximately 700 inhabitants. The Emerson Port of Entry is a semi-isolated place with limited access to experienced individuals. Emerson is located approximately two (2) kilometres from the U.S. border. The nearest towns are Letelier as well as Dominion City in Manitoba – both cities are approximately 19 kilometres away. After canvassing the businesses or residents in the past, no one has shown any interest in this work.

Mr. Chubaty has consistently been the only contractor performing the Work for the past twenty (20) years. He has been conducting general barn duties on an “as and when” requested basis at the Emerson Quarantine facility. The service and duration of tasks are triggered by the frequency of imports. The requirements of the contract are dictated by the amount of animals moving through; less than normal snow accumulation as well as fewer animals for export means less snow and manure removal. 
Suppliers who consider themselves fully qualified and available to meet the specified requirements may submit a statement of capabilities in writing to the Contracting Authority identified in this Notice on or before the closing date of this Notice. The statement of capabilities must clearly demonstrate how the supplier meets the advertised requirements. (*)
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The contracting period is expected to begin April 1, 2014 and will be for 12 months ending March 31, 2015 plus 2 consecutive 12 month options at the same rates. 

The closing date and time for accepting statements of capabilities is March __, 2014 3:00 p.m. EST.

Policy Information

The applicability of the following policy requirement is applicable to this ACAN process is as follows:

Government Contract Regulations, Article 6(d) – “only one person or firm is capable of performing the contract”.

(*) Statements of capability must be submitted on or before the closing date of the ACAN. Statements of capabilities received on or before the closing date will be considered solely for the purpose of deciding whether or not to conduct a more extensive tendering process. Information provided will be used by the Crown for technical evaluation purposes only with respect to a decision to proceed to a further competitive process. The Canadian Food Inspection Agency’s file number, the contracting officer’s name and the closing date of the ACAN must appear on the outside of the envelope in block letters or, in the case of facsimile transmission, on the covering page.

Suppliers that have submitted a statement of capabilities will be notified in writing of the Canadian Food Inspection Agency’s decisions on its findings.
